.: The Movie Tutorials

This e-guide contains embedded movie tutorials. The movies are in Flash 
format and you will need the free Flash player installed on your computer to 
watch them.

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1. Introduction
Before we get down and dirty into the actual construction of your web site, let’s 
get some things out of the way. I know you want to get this done in ASAP, so 
I’ll make this as short and sweet as possible. 

1.1 #1 Web Design Rule

Designing a web site can be a bit of a headache sometimes, especially if you're 
thinking of creating a web site with more than just the 1-5 simple web pages. 
There is, however, one rule that you should stick to, to make your web building 
venture as straightforward as possible.

Your aim is to create a professional looking, fast loading web site in, preferably, 
as little time as possible. 

What's a fast loading web site?

Have you ever been to one of those web sites that seem to take forever to 
appear? What do you do? Do you sit there and do nothing for a whole minute 
waiting for the page to take its time loading? Or do you just click away to 
another site?

If you’re like majority of web surfers, you’d click away. One minute is a long 
time to wait when you’re on the net.

So put simply, a fast loading web site is one that will fully load into your 
visitor's web browser before they have a chance to click away.

And to make sure that your web page is fast loading, you need to make sure 
that your web page is as simple as it needs to be. You'll be able to create your 
web site much faster and without any unnecessary ‘technical’ glitches. With 
the time you save, you can devote your time to more important things like 
building traffic to your web site.

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What do you mean by simple?

Well, for starters, no blinking or scrolling objects on the web page. No 
animated clowns or any other sort of animated images. Definitely not more 
than a few static images. And trust me when I say that you don't need more 
than three colours on your site.

Since this is probably your first web site, this eguide will start off with guiding 
you on how to create the simplest type of web site ... the mini site. You've 
probably seen many of these around. I tend to prefer the term micro site due to 
its minute size. But since many know it by the term mini site, then mini site it is. 

A mini site comes in many forms: you have the salespage, name squeeze page, 
landing pages ... But they all have one thing in common. They consist of only a 
few webpages.

Anyway, without further ado ... let's move along.

1.2 Web Design Problems

You probably don't need this section but I couldn't help myself. If you're in a 
hurry, you can skip this whole 1.2 section. If, however, you're finding problems 
making your site look the way you want to, then come back. This will probably 
help you out.

They are many problems associated with designing for the web but we really 
don't have time to go through them all. I believe that addressing the following 
two will solve majority of the problems that we care to deal with.

1.2.1 Browser Problems

Believe it or not, our web browsers have a mind of their own. Or rather, the 
mind of their owner or developer. 

Though most HTML codes (HTML is a language used to create web pages) can 
be understood by most browsers, there are certain codes that are understood  
differently by different browsers. In fact, there are even codes that can be 
understood by only one type of browser.

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This difference is not just between each type of browser (e.g. Explorer vs 
Navigator) but also between different versions of each browser (e.g. Explorer 
3.0 vs Explorer 5.0) AND also between different platforms (e.g. Windows vs 
MacOS). 

Since there is absolutely no way that all your web site visitors are using the 
same version of the same type of browser on the same platform, you will have 
to be careful when designing your web site. 

To make your web site “pretty” to as many people as possible, there are several 
steps you can take: 

• design your web site using HTML codes that are common among ALL 
browsers.

• design for the earler browser version since later browsers are able to 
read earlier versions of HTML. This does not, however, mean that you 
have to design a web page for the very first internet browser ever. To 
find out which version to design for, check out the statistics at 
TheCounter .

The best way to deal with this, ideally, is to design using the web standards. 
More and more browsers are beginning to support full web standards. If you 
create a standards compliant web site, chances are, there are many others who 
are in your shoes. So, if you bump into a problem with a particular browser, 
you can be quite sure that someone else has already found a fix for it.

Unfortunately, creating a standards compliant web site is beyond the scope of 
this guide.

1.2.2 Display Problems

The browser is not the only problem you have to consider. There is also the 
display problem. More specifically, the resolution and color capabilities of your 
audience's computer monitor. 

.: Monitor Resolution

The more common monitor resolutions for a PC are 640x480, 800x600, 
1024x870, 1280x1024 and 1600x1200.

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And for a Macintosh: 512x384, 640x480, 800x600, 832x624, 1024x768, 1152x870, 
1280x960, 1280x1024 and 1600x1200. 

That's quite a lot of numbers. Your visitor can be on any one of these 
resolutions. 

One way around this problem is to design for the most common monitor 
resolution. However, at the time of writing, the most common resolution is 
currently tied between 640x480 and 800x600. Between the two, 640x480 is a 
‘safer’ choice because it can be viewed by computers of both resolutions 
without requiring your visitor to scroll to the right to see the rest of your page.

.: Color Capabilities

Display problems also include color problems. The common number of colors 
displayed by a computer monitor are: 17 million colors, 65 000 colors or 256 
colors. 

And the colors between a Macintosh and a PC differ a bit. 

A solution to this is to design using the Web Palette. The Web Palette contains 
216 colors that are made up from the cross-section of the Mac and Windows 
system color palettes. As people start to upgrade their computers, however, 
this becomes less and less of a problem.

There are many more problems you'll face when designing for the web and I 
cannot cover all of them in this e-book. Having some knowledge of the above is 
a good start for now. Don’t forget to subscribe to the WebBriefcase feed  to 
get more tips and hints on this.

1.2.3 Conclusion ?

But what does all this techno mambo jumbo mean? Well, put simply, your web 
site could look terrific on one computer and at the same time look terrible on 
another. 
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And what does this mean? Because there is just no way of telling if your design 
will look perfect on ALL computers, don't spend too much time tweaking your 
design to make it perfect. Remember, your aim is to create a professional 
looking, fast loading web site in as little time as possible. And the aim of this 
course is to help you do just that.

As you do the course, just keep in mind that this is not the best way to create 
web sites and will definitely not turn you into a full fledge web designer. But it 
is one of the fastest way to get your web site up and running. And if you’ve 
never created a web site before, this is a great way to get your feet wet.
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2. Before You Start

2.1 Tools of the Trade

In every trade, there are tools. To help speed up your web site building process, 
you should think about getting a set of tools. In this course, you will be 
introduced to several free software and services you can use, but if you're 
serious about designing and maintaining your own web site, you should at 
least consider investing in good web design and web graphics software. 

2.1.1 Web Graphics Software

You should consider getting a web graphics software, even if you’re not going 
to create your own web graphics. It will come in handy when you need to 
create that quick graphic or to do minor graphic tweakings such as cropping, 
optimizing, reducing or increasing image size etc. I, myself, use Adobe 
Fireworks . I chose this software simply because it works seamlessly with my 
web design software, Adobe Dreamweaver . 

However, the above Adobe software suite is very pricey and has quite a bit of a 
learning curve. There are many other graphics software out there. A better 
alternative that might suit your needs is Adobe Photoshop Elements . 

Most software will have a fully functional trial version for you to experiment 
with. Choose one that you feel comfortable with.

If you’re looking for free software, check out Paint.NET  or the GIMP . I’ve 
never tried them, so I wouldn’t be able to give you a review.

In this course, we will be using WebBriefcase's online Web Image Generator to 
create a header images. To get free access to the Web Image Generator just 
register your copy of this eguide.
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2.1.2 Web Design Software

A web design software is essential unless, of course, you’re thinking of hand 
coding your whole web site. In which case, all you need is a text editor. A lot of 
professional designers still hand code their designs. Hand coding, however, is 
beyond the scope of this course.

In this course, we’ll be using Kompozer (an unofficial bug-fix release of Nvu ) 
to create a web site. Why? Because it’s simple and, you guessed it, it’s free. You 
can download it from the Kompozer web site . 

A software that I love to recommend to absolute beginners is VisualSite 
Designer  by CoffeeCup. VisualSite Designer has the added feature of an in-
built graphics software.

Kompozer is not as complicated as Dreamweaver but still needs a bit more 
“practice” before you get the hang of it. But once you’re familiar with how it 
works, it is more than capable of making a simple multi page web site. 

If, however, you’re thinking of creating a more dynamic web site, you’re better 
off with software like Adobe Dreamweaver .

2.1.3 FTP Software

What is FTP? FTP (File Transfer Protocol – you do NOT need to remember this) 
is just a method of sending and retrieving your files to and from your server. 
You don’t really need to know how it works. What you do need to know is 
that, when you find a web host, make sure you have unlimited FTP access. 

In this guide, we’ll be using CoffeeCup FreeFTP  as your FTP software. It's free 
to use and probably one of the easier FTP softwares out there today. You can 
download this software from CoffeeCup web site . Just click on the Free  
Software link under the Download Our Software section.
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3. Day 1: Planning
Before you can dive in, there are many decisions you have to make. So today, 
you will be spending your time planning. Is planning necessary? In short ... 
YES! 

Don’t underestimate this phase. You're probably in a great hurry to launch that 
software and start designing, but after having to redesign my first web site over 
and over again, I'm going to have to stop you right here and request kindly that 
you . . . . . 

PLAN  YOUR  SITE  BEFORE  YOU  START! 

You don't need a detailed or complex plan. Just a simple one will do . . . enough 
to keep you on the right track. If you've been on the net as long as I have, you'll 
know how hard it is to stay on track.

Just have a basic idea of the following:

• What's Your Objective?

• Who's Your Target Audience?

• What's Your Competition Doing?

• Creating a Site Map

• Choosing a Color Scheme

• Listing Material You Already Have

• Web Design Layout

3.1 What’s Your Objective

Now, the first step in your basic plan is to set your objective. What's the 
purpose of your web site? What are you hoping to achieve through your site? It 
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may seem quite straightforward but depending on what you want to achieve, 
your design can defer quite a bit. 

Are you trying to sell something? In this case, you might want to concentrate 
your effort on creating a blood pumping sales letter that will give your visitors 
a compelling reason to buy your product now. 

Or perhaps you want them to sign up for your online newsletter? In this case, 
you’d want to have samples of past newsletters, so that your visitors can get 
ideas about what your newsletter is all about. To increase the likelihood of 
them signing up, you might also want to add a subscription form on every 
page of your web site.

Or maybe you want to impress them with your expertise. Depending on what 
your expertise is, you might want to include testimonials, sample of your work, 
MP3 audio files of interviews, online video of you at work etc. 

Or is the web site mainly to provide customer support? Or is it to share 
information? Or to build a community?

Or maybe you just want to create a web site for your family members to visit. 
In which case, you could probably get away with breaking some web design 
rules because your family's going to visit your web site anyway, even if it takes 
forever to load. This doesn't mean they'll come back for a second visit though.

Nothing complex. Knowing what you're trying to achieve will help keep your 
web site design effort more focused. 

3.2 Who’s Your Target Audience

When you're doing business online, the magic word is FOCUS. It's amazing 
how much faster you'll progress when you use this magic word in all aspects of 
your business. When you're checking out your competition ... focus. When 
you're designing your site … focus. When you're marketing your product … 
focus. 

It's easier to market your products when you focus on a specific target market. 
The more focused the better. It's easier to create a presence when you know 
who your target audience is. 
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With respect to your web design, knowing your target market makes it easier 
to choose the appropriate images, color, bait and more importantly … words. 

If you're trying to sell children products to parents, for example, you DO NOT 
want to use a black background for your web site, or use an image of a hunting 
gun as your logo, or start of your sales letter with 'Dear Friend'. 

Your web site will do a lot better, if you used pastel colors with an image of a 
teddy bear and a sales letter that starts off with 'Dear Loving Parents'. 

Catch my drift? 

You should also do a bit of research on what technology your audience use. 
Are they just the normal everyday people surfing the net on a 28.8k dial up 
connection with no more than just the normal computer? Or are they the 
computer freaks with high speed broadband connection and state of the art 
computers with multimedia capabilities?

If you're only just beginning, and you're not sure, it's better to assume that your 
audience is 'normal'. You can always upgrade your site later when you get to 
know your audience a bit better.

3.3 What’s Your Competition Doing?

Competition? Brrrrr..... The idea of competing with others who are more 
experienced than yourself can sometimes hold you back. 

But let me tell you a secret. Your competitors are there to help you. 

Yup! They will tell you exactly what to include in your web site ... kind of. I, for 
one, would never refuse a helping hand. 

So, go ahead. Visit your competitors' web sites. See what they have on their 
web sites. Ideas are bound to pop up in your head. Whatever you do though, 
do not copy anything straight out of other people's web sites. Stay clear of 
copyright infringement. Make a note of their overall web site design. Take 
notice of their ideas and adapt it to your own.
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3.4 Creating a Site Map

If you are planning on creating a two page website, your map will probably be 
a very simple one. You could probably even get away without a site map.

But it would be handy to know, what sort of information you're planning to 
include. Whether or not they will be on separate web pages. And if so, how 
many web pages. And what these pages are. And how they should link to each 
other. 

A site map is a visual representation of your web site. When you have your 
web pages in the form of a map, it becomes easier to see the 'whole' picture. 
Having a picture of your whole web site will also make it easier to create a 
navigation system that is useful to your visitors.

Depending on your product, you may have different web pages for your site. 
Here are the more common pages:

• About Us 

• Features 

• Benefits

• Testimonials 

• Products and services

• Order 

• Ezine

• Affiliates

• Links

• FAQ

• Privacy policy
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• Terms and conditions

• Contact Us 

You don't have to include all of these pages. Just pick those that suit you most. 
This step is especially important when you are using Kompozer. To use 
Kompozer efficiently, you will need to have a list of all the web pages you want 
in your web site. 

3.5 Choosing a Color Scheme

Colors are fun but don't get carried away with them when designing your web 
site. You DO NOT want a web site with every color in the rainbow.

Stick to a color scheme comprising of three colors at most. One main color that 
will cover most of the colored areas of your web site. And just hints of another 
color, or two, just to give your web site that extra oomph. 

Choose your colors carefully. Color can affect your audiences' subconscious. 
Depending on your objectives, you can choose different colors to achieve 
different results.

AMAZING, isn't it? 

Well, I thought so when I first discovered the power of colors. 

Below is a table of colors that I created from the results of an experiment with 
colors & emotions as reported in an article called *HYPNOTIZE* Your 
Potential Customers written by Kacper Postawski. 

(Kacper Postawski founder of The eBiz PowerPlant™ (www.etherntech.com), 
an "extremist" in internet marketing, and the editor of the ePerformance 
Marketing eZine, subscribe free at http://www.etherntech.com/ezine)

RED

• I feel intense, vital or animated. 
• I desire something. 
• I feel transformed. 
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• I feel sexy or have strong sexual urges.

ORANGE

• I want to expand my field of activity or 
develop new fields. 

• I feel influenced. 
• I want to contact others. 
• I feel driven by desire.

YELLOW
• I am seeking a solution. 
• I am hopeful. 
• I need relief. 
• I need a change.

GREEN
• I need to establish myself. 
• I want recognition. 
• My opinion must prevail. 
• Things must not change.

BLUE

• I feel tranquil, peaceful and quietly content. 
• I feel a sense of harmony with things. 
• I feel a sense of belonging. 
• I feel TRUST.

VIOLET
• I feel a "mystic" union. 
• I sense an intuitive understanding. 
• There is a feeling of intimacy. 
• I need intimacy.

BROWN

• I seek a secure state where I can be 
physically comfortable and relax or recover. 

• I desire physical comfort. 
• I want to satisfy the physical senses (food, 

luxury, sex). 
• I have a physical problem.

GRAY

• I feel emotionally distant. 
• I want to remain uncommitted, 

noninvolved, shielded or separated from 
the situation. 

• I do not want to make a decision that will 
require my emotional involvement. 

• I wish to avoid any further emotional 
stimulation.

BLACK

• Unlike the other colors, black is different. 
People responded to this color in very 
mysterious ways. It is the complete 
opposite of TRUST and creates a boundary 
between you and your visitors. ( The 
unknown, space, evil, etc.)

WHITE
• This is a new experience. 
• I'm becoming aware of new feelings. 
• I'm experiencing a new beginning, a 

reawakening. 
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• I have a new outlook, a new awareness.

If you already have a current logo, your color scheme should be determined by 
the colors that are already in your logo. Some knowledge of color theory would 
be useful in choosing a color scheme. If you want to learn more about color 
theory, check out this article at SitePoint.com: Color for Coders - Color and 
Design for the Non-Designer . 

If you don't have the time to get acquainted with the color theory and you've 
got absolutely no color sense, try using WellStyled online color scheme 
generator  to help you get started.

3.6 Choosing a Web Site Layout

There are many different web site layouts used in the web design world, but I 
will only introduce you to three of the more common layouts for a small 
business web site.

But before that, there's something you should know. As a general rule, users do 
not like to be surprised. The more familiar the layout of your web site, the 
better. Your visitors will quickly learn to navigate around your site. If you’re 
selling something, then your ultimate goal is to allow your visitors to find your 
products in as little clicks as possible.

Here are the more common features of a web site to consider when designing:

• A top or left navigation system.

• Additional text navigation at the bottom.

• White background.

• Black body text.

• Logo in the upper left corner and usually linked to the homepage.

• Blue underlined hyperlinks.
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The main feature of web site layouts is the positioning of its navigational 
elements. The three most common layouts for a  small web site are:

• Top Navigation – Navigation is in the top margin and the content fills the 
remainder of the web page.

• Left Navigation – Navigation is in the left margin and the content fills the 
remaining width of the page.

• Right Navigation – Navigation is in the right margin and the content fills 
the remaining width of the page.

Surprised? Yup! I’m afraid that’s it. It's that simple. But don't underestimate 
these layouts. Check out examples of them in the real world. Whichever layout 
you choose, the most important thing to keep in mind is to remain consistent 
throughout your site. 

3.7 Draw a Sketch

Now that you have a rough idea of where you're headed, it is time to sketch 
out your desired web site design.  Remember to incorporate some of your 
existing material into your sketch.
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4. DAY 2: Preparing

4.1 Register Your Domain Name

The first step you need to take, to establish your online presence, is to register a 
domain name. What's a domain name? See the www.webbriefcase.net in your 
browser's address box when you visit my WebBriefcase  web site? That's my 
domain name. A domain name is pretty much like a business name in the 
traditional business world.

These days, you can get a domain name for as little as $8.95 a year. Getting 
your own domain name is one of the most important investments you'll ever 
make for your . Let's just put iweb site.

You can purchase your domain from any registrar on the net. If you're not 
familiar with any, check out: GoDaddy.com  or NameCheap.com .

If you already have a name in mind, great! All you have to do is check to see if 
it’s still available. Just do a search at the GoDaddy.com  homepage. If you 
don't have a name in mind, brainstorming at NameBoy  may light up some 
ideas.

4.2 Find a Web Host

Now that you have a domain name, you need to find a web host. What's a web 
host? A web host is a company that will give you space on the internet to put 
your web site. This space is similar to a physical business venue, where you 
associate your business name (domain name) to and where you set up your 
store (web site).

Here are just some things to consider when looking for a web host: 

• First class support system. 
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I can't even begin to emphasize how important this is. You need a web 
host that offers support 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. When you're 
doing business online, you don't really take days off. You need to know 
that help is just a phone call away, should anything happen to your site. 
Call them or e-mail them and see how fast they reply. If they're hopeless 
before you sign up with them, they'll be a nightmare after you sign up.

• Fast connection speed.

You don't want your site to take forever to download. Test web sites that 
are already using that particular web host.

• Storage space.

Make sure that the web host account you choose has enough space 
allocated to it to store your whole web site. Choose an account that 
offers more space than you actually need.

• Data transfer limit.

Every time someone visits your site, data is being transferred. When 
someone downloads your digital products, data is being transferred. 
Make sure you do your calculations before choosing your web host.

• E-mail.

It would be ideal to have a catchall e-mail address. This means that you 
can have an unlimited number of e-mail addresses at your domain. Ex: 
tech@you.com, support@you.com, subscribe@you.com, 
anything@you.com.

• FTP access.

You should have unlimited FTP access so that you can make any 
changes you want to your site via FTP.

• CGI and PHP support.

If you plan to use scripts make sure your host supports CGI and PHP. 
And that you can access the CGI bin. You also should find out if you can 
use custom CGI scripts or only the ones that are supplied by your web 
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host. Most web hosts now come pre-installed with scripts. You may 
want to check out the list of scripts they have.

• Database access.

These days a database is essential unless you’re thinking of just building 
a brochure web site with 5 or less web pages. Even if that is the case, I 
would still recommend you get a hosting account that has database 
access. You never know when you might need it. Almost everything that 
allows interaction nowadays require a database – a blog, a shopping 
cart, a mailing list, a content management system etc.

If you're in a hurry, you can get a hosting account for as little as $6.95 a month 
at HostGator . Better still, sign up for the $9.95 a month account and you can 
host unlimited domains.

4.3 Link Your Domain Name to Your Web 
Host

The next thing you have to do is to point your domain name to your web host's 
server. You do this by changing your domain’s DNS (domain name server). 
You will not have to do this if you purchased your domain name together with 
your hosting account.

When you register your domain name (Step 4.1), you should receive 
instructions on how to access your account area. Log in to this area and look 
around. There should be a way for you to set or change your DNS. Change 
your DNS to that of your web host's. You should have received your web host 
DNS when you signed up for your web hosting account (Step 4.2). The DNS 
will look something like this: NS3.MEWEBDNS.COM

After you’ve made the change, it would normally take between 24-48 hours 
before the change come to effect.
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4.4 Existing Material

Before you actually start building your web site, make a note of what you 
already have, that you could use for your web site. If you already have most of 
your material, you can save a lot of time. 

Using existing material can also increase your business' brand awareness. Your 
offline customers will quickly adapt to your web site. It is important that you 
keep the look and feel of your business consistent, not just throughout your 
web site, but also between your offline and online presence.

Your existing material could be anything:

• your business logo.

• a color scheme.

• web images.

• images of your products.

• text from brochures.

Anything at all.

You will need to get these materials ready for use on your web site. Your logo, 
for example, needs to be in digital format.

4.5 Preparing Material

When you’ve collected your existing material, next up is to prepare material 
that you need to use in your web site but do not have. If you don’t have a logo, 
for example, you will need to create one or have someone create it for you. If 
you don’t have the text for your web pages, it is time to open up a text editor 
and do some typing.
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4.6 Organize Your Folder

The purpose of doing this is to … well ... get organized. The last thing you need 
right now is to open up every other folder on your computer just to look for 
one tiny image file. Although a small web site could probably dump 
everything in one folder, you will find a much faster working environment 
when you do a bit of organizing. 

4.6.1 Organizing your web site folder on your 
computer 

The first step to organizing is to create a new folder on your Desktop or 
anywhere else that's easily accessible. Dedicate this folder to your web site. 
You can always move this folder elsewhere later on. But while you're working 
on your web site, you will save a lot of time if your web site folder is just a click 
away. 

I would normally name this folder after my 
domain name. And then, I would create a 
second folder inside this folder and call it 
‘Site’. Within the ‘Site’ folder, I would create 
an ‘images’ folder.

I would keep all files related to this domain (excluding the files that I'm going 
to upload to the server) in the main folder. This would include text for my 
home page. (Note: It is best that the text be plain without any formatting.) And 
would also include any images that are not web-ready. By web-ready, I mean 
being optimized for web usage.

The ‘Site’ folder, within the domain folder, is where I save the actual web 
pages created for the web site and the images used in this web site will be 
saved in the ‘images’ folder.

You are more than welcome to follow my simple organization method but if 
you have your own system, by all means, please feel free to use it.
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4.6.2 Organizing your web site folder on your server

When you’ve organized your web folder on your computer, it’s time to 
organize your web folder on your server. Note that most web hosts, require 
you to save all your web files in a specific folder on the server, for e.g., the 
‘public_html’ folder. In this case, you'll have to create your ‘images’ folder in 
the ‘public_html’ folder. Make sure you find out which folder you need to 
upload your web pages to or else your web site will not be ‘visible’ on the web.

There are several ways you can work with the files and folders on your server:

• via your web host's control panel
Most web host gives you access to an online control panel. From this 
panel, you can upload files and create new folders on your server.

• via an FTP software
If your web host does not offer you an online control panel, that’s okay. 
You can use FTP software to upload files and create new folders on your 
server.

• via your web design software
Most web design softwares have an in-built FTP function which will 
allow you to upload files and create folders right from within the 
software itself. This is, by far, the easiest way to manipulate your files.

In the tutorial below, you will learn how to do this via CoffeeCup FreeFTP 
software. If you have not downloaded this software yet, you’ll have to 
download it  before you can do the following tutorial. 

First thing’s first. Let’s learn to connect to your server. Before you can do this, 
you will need to find out a few things about your hosting account:

• FTP server/address: ftp.yourdomain.com (eg. ftp.webbriefcase.net)

• Your user name and password.

• Subdirectory to publish your site to: e.g. public_html

• HTTP address of your homepage: http://www.yourdomain.com (eg. 
http://www.webbriefcase.net)
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When you’re ready, just click on the following movie to watch how to connect 
to your server.

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Okay, now it's time to organize your folder. Remember to organize the Site 
folder on your computer first. When you’re done, it’s time to create an images 
folder on your server.

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5. A Bit About Web Graphics

I'm sure you've heard of the saying content is king. Ultimately, the content of 
your web site is what turns your visitors into loyal customers.

Nevertheless, the appearance of your web site (which consists mainly of your 
color scheme and web graphics) remains an important part of your web site. In 
fact, when a person surfs the net, it is your web site appearance that creates the 
first impression of your site and not the content.

Check out the following example. See how much difference colors and graphics 
can make to a web page.

           

5.1 When to Use Web Graphics

As important as graphics are, your web graphics should not be the main object 
of your web site. Instead, it should complement your content. 

Graphics are very bulky when it comes to file size, so try to use as little as 
possible. If an image does not add meaning to your web site, don't include it. 
Before adding a graphic to your web site, ask yourself three questions:

• Is the graphic relevant? Does it fit into the theme and content of your 
web site?

• Is the graphic useful?
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• Is the graphic’s file size reasonable?

The most useful ways to use graphics on a web page are:

• to use them to help visitors navigate around your web site.

• to provide a consistent look and feel to assure your visitors that they are 
still on your web site.

• to create brand awareness, emphasizing your unique identity. Your logo 
on every page of your web site, for example, will make it easier for your 
visitors to remember you.

• to grab attention and provide some sort of organizational feature.

5.2 Where to Get Web Graphics

There are basically 3 ways to get web graphics for your web site:

• Hire a professional to create them for you.

• Buy them from image 'galleries'

• Create them yourself.

5.2.1 Hire professionals

Ultimately, you should hire a professional to create your web graphics. But 
when you're just starting out, creating your own graphics is probably the best 
way to go. Creating web graphics does require a level of creativity (which I 
obviously cannot teach you). You either have it or you don't.

My advice would be to find a graphics designer to create a header image for 
your web site. A relatively cheap way to find a designer is to go to a web site 
like Scriptlance.com  and post a project with a description of what you’d like 
created. Designers will then bid on your project. If you’re lucky, you might 
even get your graphics designed for free.
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When you start to earn profits from your web site, you may then want to 
upgrade to a package such as the one at Pixels To Profits . 

5.2.2 Image Galleries

Image galleries are great places to get professional images that you can use for 
your web site. They’re also reasonably priced. Just remember that you only 
need a few images to spice up your web site. Check out the following web sites 
to purchase ready made images:

• ClipArt.com  

• iStockPhoto  

For more web image source, check out this post on my blog .

You could also buy collections of ready made images. One collection that I find 
extremely useful is the Web Graphics Power Pack.

5.2.3 Create Your Own

Although, it’s better to get a graphics designer to create your graphics, I will, 
nevertheless, show you, in one of the movie tutorials, how you can create your 
images on your own, using our Web Image Generator.

5.3 Different Web Graphics Format

Before you start collecting images for your web site, you should at least be 
aware of the image file formats suitable for the web. Graphics on the web come 
in several formats. I won't go through anything too detailed. Instead, I'll just 
create a nice list that will give you a basic idea of what the formats are, their 
properties and when to use them. That way you won't have to suffer any major 
headaches.
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5.3.1 GIF

• GIF was the first image format ever created for use on the web. This 
means, that all browsers of all versions can read images in the GIF 
format. 

• GIF files are limited to a color-depth of 256 colors.

• GIF can include transparency. 

• GIF compresses an image using LZW compression (lossless: no data is 
lost during compression). 

• GIF files can be displayed as animations.

• GIF is best used when there is a large area of flat color in the image. 

5.3.2 JPEG

• JPEG uses a lossy compression scheme (some data is lost during 
compression). 

• JPEG files support up to 16.7 million colors.

• JPEG is best used for photographic images and other images which has 
subtle gradients. 

• Browsers take a longer time to display JPEGs. 

• JPEG' compression degree can be controlled. The higher the 
compression rate, the lower the size of the image and the lower the 
quality.

5.3.3 PNG

• PNG is the latest web graphic file format.
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• PNG was developed to with the needs of designers and the drawbacks 
of GIF and JPEG in mind.

• PNG graphics are lossless.

• PNG graphics can be transparent.

• PNG graphics can be highly compressed.

• PNG graphics can have great color depth.

• Unfortunately, PNG graphics lack of consistent browser support.

5.4 Background Images

A good place to start is with a background image. A background image can 
make a huge impact on the look and feel of your web site and at the same time 
remain subtle. They are simple to use, small in file size and is a great way to 
affect your visitors' subconscious minds without seeming to do so . So, really, 
you have absolutely no excuse not to use it.

5.4.1 How do they work?

When you use a background image, what happens is the browser will repeat 
that image over and over until it covers the whole background area of your 
web page. You're probably aware of the term 'tiling'. This is what a browser 
does with background images. It tiles it across the web page, both horizontally 
and vertically, until it covers the whole screen.

With CSS, you have more control over your background image. You can tile it 
horizontally only, or verticaly only, or even have it appear once. You can even 
make it stick to one spot on the screen while you scroll. But more on CSS in 
another eguide.
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5.4.2 Making the most out of them

There are several things you need to keep in mind before you go on a 
background shopping spree:

• Watch your graphic size 

Having a large background graphic will increase your web page's 
loading time. And one of the most annoying thing on the net is to wait 
for a page to load. On the other hand, very small graphics are not much 
better either. It makes your web site look too 'busy'. It also takes more 
computer processing power and time to tile it across the browser. So, try 
to stay in the middle.

• And watch your graphic file size. 

The size of your graphic is not the only thing you should be looking at. 
More importantly, you should also keep an eye on your graphic's file 
size. Usually, the bigger the graphic, the bigger the file size. But this 
doesn't mean that a smaller graphic has a smaller file size. It also 
depends on how many colors the graphic uses. As a rule of thumb, try 
and keep your background image below 10K. The background graphic 
used in the tutorial, for example, is only 4K. 

• Don't use it behind any text. 

Try not to use any background image behind your text. This will give 
your web site visitors a major headache. And when that happens, they 
won't be coming back. In fact, don't even use another color unless you 
have mastered a color theory course. It is best to stick to the norm i.e. 
black text and white background.

• Use a darker color. 

Your background graphic should generally be a shade darker than the 
rest of your web page. Its purpose is, after all, to affect your visitors 
without attracting too much attention. The darker shade would help 
your visitors stay focused on the white area and at the same time reduce 
the 'glare effect' of too much white space.
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5.4.3 Where to get them

There are many places on the net where you can get free background graphics. 
For starters, try checking out Absolute Background Textures Archive . When 
you’ve found an image that will go with your overall design, save it to your 
images folder on your computer as in the following movie tutorial.

Now that you have a background image, you’ll need a logo. If you already 
have a logo ….. use it! If you don't, you'll have to create one. Nothing major, 
just a simple logo to start off with. In this next movie tutorial, instead of a logo, 
I'll be creating an image of the sample site title. We'll be using a free online 
service at CoolText.com .

Once you’ve created and saved your logo onto your computer, it’s time to 
upload it to your server. Uploading your logo is important for the next step. 
You don’t have to upload your background image at this time.

Once you’ve uploaded your logo to your server, you are ready to use the 
WebBriefcase Web Image Generator to create your header image. The Web 
Image Generator is missing many features. In fact, it’s not fancy at all. But it 
should be good enough to help you get started. Access to the Web Image 
Generator is absolutely free when you register this guide.

5.8 Optimizing Web Graphics

One of your aim is to create fast loading pages. To do this, your images must be 
as small in file size as possible.  You can reduce the file size of your images 
using a free online tool at DynamicDrive  called Image Optimizer.

The trick here is to choose an optimized image that is both small in file size and 
still good-looking enough. Using the Image Optimizer is quite straightforward, 
but just in case you have trouble, check out the following tutorial.

5.9 Get a Web Graphics Software

After going through all that, you’ve probably realized, by now, how much 
easier it would be if you had a web graphics software. Not just any web 
graphics software. A good one.  A good web graphics software would be able 
to create a logo and a header image as well as optimize it, all within the one 
software. 

You can get a graphic software, such as Adobe Photoshop Elements , for only 
$99.99 as an immediate download at the Adobe site. If you don't mind waiting 
for the CD, then you'd find a better deal at Amazon.com. But even this is a bit 
expensive for some of us. Thus, the tutorials above.
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6. Day 3: GO!
Finally, after Day 1 of planning and Day 2 of preparing, it’s time to put all the 
pieces together into a web site. We’ll be using Kompozer to accomplish this 
mission. So, if you have not downloaded a copy of it, go to the Kompozer web 
site  and do so now.

6.1 KompoZer - Interface Overview

If you've never used Kompozer before, you should go through this tutorial. The 
following tutorial will guide you through the more basic features of Kompozer. 
You will quickly see how easy it is to use Kompozer. If you've used a word 
processor before, you will find that many of the features are familiar.

In this tutorial, we’ll also be setting up connection to your web host server and 
uploading a basic web page.

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If you managed to publish your test page with no problems, then congratulate 
yourself. Many beginners find publishing their web pages to be the biggest 
obstacle. If you managed to do it, then you’re ahead of the others. If you’re 
having problems, here are just some things to check:

1. Your publishing address – Make sure that this is correct. This 
information should be in your web host’s welcome email. If you don’t 
have this information, ask your web host for it.

2. Publishing directory – Getting this directory wrong is the most common 
reason why a publish is unsuccessful. Make sure that you get this right. 
Most CPanel based web host requires you to publish to the 
“public_html” directory. Your web host may have a different 
requirement. Double check your welcome email or ask your web host. 
Then, make sure that this directory name is a part of your publishing 
address above.

3. Your username and password – This too is should be in your web host’s 
welcome email. 

6.2 Creating a Template

Let's start with a template web page. Your template is important because every 
other web page you create will be based on it. Kompozer provides a template 
feature that will help you create your web pages faster. Before you create your 
template, make sure you have a list of all the web pages in your web site. This 
list will form your navigation.

Kompozer does not yet have a feature that supports changes to an existing 
template that will update all web pages based on it. This means that if you 
need to make changes to a template AFTER you have created your web pages 
with it, you will need to make that change manually to each of the web pages 
that have been created. So, you have to get the template right the first time 
around.

6.3 Inserting your header image

Having a header image is probably the easiest way to add some spice to your 
web pages without adding clutter. It is also one of the easiest ways to brand 
your web site. A professionally designed header image can instantly increase 
the appeal of your web site, giving it that professional look. The following 
tutorial teaches you how to add a header image to your template.

When you insert an image into your web pages, there are several image 
properties you can set:

• Alternate text: Better known as the ALT text, the alternate text is the text 
that will be seen by your visitors, in place of your image, if their 
browser's image download is switched off. It is very important that you 
set your ALT text for every image in your web page, especially if you are 
using images for your navigation. You should make a habit of adding 
ALT text to all your images.

• Alignment: Image alignment will give you more flexibility on how to 
place your images. Alignment will help you place your image in relation 
to the text around it. The default alignment is bottom. So, if you don't 
select an alignment, you'll find your image aligned to your text as 
follows:

• Spacing: Sometimes, you'll find that the text that wraps around the 
image, is too close to the image. To add some space between the image 
and the text surrounding it, set the vertical and horizontal spacing 
accordingly.

• Border: Set your image border to 0. If you don't, when you turn it into a 
link, there will be a square outline around it, like so:

In the following movie tutorial, you’ll learn how to add an ALT text to your 
header image. You will not need to worry about the other image properties for 
now.

6.4 Using tables as a layout tool

Web pages are very flexible. They're pretty much like your Word processor 
document. You'll notice that when you decrease the size of your window, the 
text in your word processor will automatically re-flow so that you can still see 
all the text. Though convenient for a word processor, this flexibility can destroy 
your web page layout.

Without any form of control, your text and images can reposition themselves 
as your visitors change the size of their browser window. Your carefully laid 
out design could easily be distorted.

If you were to write out a paragraph into your web page, and open it in your 
browser, you will see the words start from the left edge of your browser to the 
right edge and continue on from the left edge of the next line (see image 
below). Someone could easily strain their eyes just trying to read your 
paragraph.
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What you need is to lay the page out in a way that would be more attractive 
plus easier on the eye. The easiest way to go about this is to use a table. 

Yup! The simple ole table. Sorry to disappoint you, if you were expecting 
something more "hi-tech". Actually, the best way to layout a web page is to use 
CSS (cascading style sheets). But CSS requires you to learn some coding which 
is not covered in this course. The second best thing is to use tables. Tables are 
much easier for a novice to master. So for now, tables it is. 

Text without tables

Text with a table
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Tables will not just help you control the flow of your text, it will allow you to 
do so many other stuffs. You can arrange your text in newspaper-like columns, 
you can arrange your images almost anyway you like, you can add color 
backgrounds to different cells. 

Check out the following table. It has 2 rows and 5 columns:

Check out what can be done with the table cells:

The content in the first column is left aligned. The content in Column 2 is center 
aligned and the content in Column 3 is right aligned. The background color of 
R1C1 and R2C2 has been changed to yellow and the background color of R1C2 
and R1C3 has been changed to blue. 

And check out R1C4 and R1C5. They've been merged into one cell and the 
contents are center aligned.

So far so good. But there's more, check this out:

With the table borders turned off, i.e. set to '0', you get the layout without the 
ugly borders. Cool eh.

Just one more thing, you can have another table within the cell of an existing 
table. Like so:
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And again without the borders:

Now that you know how tables can be used, you will need to figure out how a 
table will be used for your particular design. If you followed all the steps in the 
tutorials, you should have a sketch of your proposed web design. Take a look 
at your sketch and visualize how it can be arranged using tables.

6.6 Creating links

A link is a unique feature of a web page. Without them your web page would 
be just like any other normal static printed page.  Links make the Internet come 
alive. There are basically two types of links: 1) a text link and 2) an image link.

• A text link (which looks like this) is a word or phrase that, when clicked 
upon, will take you to another web page or to a completely new web 
site.

• An image link is similar but instead of using text, it uses an image.

The one rule to stick to when creating links is to make your destination clear.

The safest route is to keep to the industry norm. Home, for example, would 
lead back to the homepage. Don't give your links weird names. If your visitor 
clicks on the link and ends up somewhere he had not intended to go, you're 
going to have one unhappy visitor.
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6.6.1 Link Destination

There are three types of link destination: 

• Somewhere else within your web site

I call this type of link a safe link. It's safe in the sense that it keeps your 
visitors at your web site. Getting them to your site is hard enough to 
begin with. So the last thing you want them to do is to go to a different 
site from one of your links.

When you're linking to somewhere else in your web site, it is best to use 
relative links. I usually use links that are relative to the root directory 
(folder).

Relative linking makes your web site more portable. Say, you decide on 
a new domain name. Your web site will still be workable without having 
to change any of your safe links. If you used an absolute link, you will 
have to change the domain name in each safe link you have on your 
web site.
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Example:

When I publish my files to my server, for example, the root directory is 
called public_html. Although this is the root directory, it will not appear in 
your URL. So the URL to my homepage will be 
http://www.webbriefcase.net/index.html and not 
http://www.webbriefcase.net/public_html/index.html.

To link relative to a root directory, type a / and then the path to the file. So, 
to link to the about us page (aboutus.html), you would link to: 
/aboutus.html

Your server would then look for the file name aboutus.html starting from 
the public_html directory.

To link to your logo image (logo.gif) in the images folder, you would link to: 
/images/logo.gif

Your server would then start from the public_html folder down to the 
images folder and look for a file name logo.gif.
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• Somewhere outside your web site

These are dangerous links because they take your visitors away from 
your web site. You should try to minimize this as much as possible. Try 
not to have any dangerous links unless it is absolutely necessary.

Sometimes it does become necessary. You may want to link to an 
affiliate program you're involved in, for example. In this case, you may 
want to make that web site appear in a new window. You'll learn how to 
do this in the links Tutorial. 

When your visitor is done with the other web site and closes the 
window, your site will still be waiting in its own window. And you 
wouldn't have lost the visitor.

When you're linking to a dangerous link, it's best to use an absolute link 
which looks like this: http://www.you.com/linkpage.html

It is simply the whole web site address.

• Mailto: link

The mailto: link is special because instead of going to a web page, it 
allows the 'clicker' to send an e-mail message to the e-mail address 
specified. To send an e-mail to me, for example, I would use this link, 
mailto:bina@virtualbina.com . 

There are, however, certain problems with using this link.

There lives on the net a certain electronic being whose job is to run 
around the net harvesting e-mail addresses to be used by a spammer. 
They do this by recognizing the mailto: tag. If you're unlucky, you might 
find yourself being bombarded by spam.

What actually happens when you click on a mailto: link, is that your 
default e-mail software will launch itself and open a blank e-mail with 
the intended recipient's e-mail address in the To: section. 

This may sound harmless but can be annoying for some.

One way around these problems is to use an online contact form, where 
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your visitors can just fill in their details and message and hit the send 
button. Their details and message will then automatically be sent to your 
e-mail address. Without the need of an e-mail client.

The last section in your template to add is a footer. The following movie 
tutorial will teach you to do just this.

6.8 Creating Editable Areas

Once you've finished your template layout, it is time to create editable areas. 
These areas will be the only part of template that can be changed when you 
create web pages from it. The most common editable area would be the content 
area since content for each web page is different. The other parts of the 
template would remain unchanged.

Let's see how this is done.

6.9 Preparing your homepage (or additional 
web pages)

After you’ve finished your template, creating your web pages is just a matter of 
adding content to the editable area. Let’s create your very first web page with 
it. And what better page to start with than your homepage. Your homepage is 
the page that your visitors will be sent to when they type in your web address.

Most web hosts, need you to name your homepage index.html in order for it to 
be recognized as your homepage. You should check with your web host to see 
if they require a different name for your homepage.

6.10 Inserting and formatting text

Now all you have to do is add some content. When I say that content is king, it 
doesn't mean that your web page should be filled with text from one edge of 
the browser to the other.

Here are just a few tips to help you layout your content more effectively:

• Try to use some color to help organize your content. You could have 
your section headings of a certain color, for example.

• Choose a suitable font. Some fonts appear better on the screen than 
others. More about fonts after this.

• Be generous when using whitespace. Your visitors will only be able 
to absorb 25% of what's on your web page. If your web page has too 
much content, your visitors will just get overloaded and switch off. 
Just remember that reading a page off the screen is more of a strain 
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than reading from a piece of paper. So, the amount of content you 
have on your web page should be less than that you would put on 
paper. Check out the tutorial below to learn how you can easily add 
text and format it. But before that, just a bit about fonts.

6.10.1 A bit about Fonts

Your computer probably has hundreds of different fonts installed on it. When 
you start adding text to your web page, Composer will let you have access to 
all those hundreds of fonts. Though it may sound like a lot of fun, try to refrain 
from using your more unique fonts. If the font is not installed on your visitors’ 
computers, they will not be able to ‘see’ it. The font would instead, default to a 
more common font that’s readily available on all computers, such as Arial, 
Verdana and Helvetica.

6.12 Creating image link

An image link is an additional type of link. Earlier, you learned how to turn 
text into links. In this tutorial, you will learn how to turn an image into a link.

An image link can be a more attractive way to add links to your web page. You 
can use an order button image, for example. Or you may decide to use button 
images for your navigation bar instead of using plain text. There are many uses 
of an image link. The best way to get ideas is to surf the net and see how the 
billions of web pages out there uses image links.

6.13 Publishing Your Web Site

Now that your web site is ready, it’s time to make it available to the world. 
Kompozer makes it easy for you to publish your web page to the internet. Since 
you successfully published your test web page in the beginning of this chapter, 
you should have no problems now.

The only thing I’d like to point out here is how I’ve chosen to publish all 
images into the “images” folder on the server. This is completely optional. You 
don’t have to do this. You can just choose to publish the web page and images 
into the same folder or you can even choose to publish the images in a different 
folder. Just note that to publish the images into a folder, that folder needs to 
already exist.

6.14 Check Links and Load Time

When you've published all the web pages on your web site, you need to check 
that all your links are working. The last thing you need is for someone to click 
on your ORDER link and end up with a missing page.

To do this you can use a service offered by Net Mechanic - HTML Toolbox . 
You can try this service for free.

Here are some things that HTML Toolbox will report on:

• Load Time

The load time will tell you how fast it takes for your webpage to load. 
Obviously, the faster the better. This is useful to help you fine tune your 
webpages to increase load time. Try and keep it between 15-20 seconds.
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• HTML Check & Repair

Don't worry too much about this bit. You will most probably come up 
with some errors. As I said before, nothing beats handcoding.

• Browser Compatibility 

The problems reported here should be minor. CoolPage boasts of being 
compatible with all browsers.

• Spell Check

This report could also be misleading. I had 11 errors on my page. My 
first name, my last name, my address ..... You get what I mean. 
Nevertheless, check and see which words are being reported as an error, 
just in case you did make a spelling mistake.

All you have to do is go to the Net Mechanic - HTML Toolbox web site.
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7. A Job Well Done

Congratulations !

You made it. I'm so proud of you. You should be proud of you too. You have 
single handedly created your very own web site without burning a hole in your 
wallet or your brain.

Isn't it the greatest feeling?

Let’s recap what you just did:

• Day 1:  Registered your domain name and signed up for a web hosting 
account

• Day 2:  Planned your web site

• Day 3:  Gathered some web graphics and optimized them

• Day 4:  Created your web pages

• Day 5:  Published your web site and checked for missing links

Whew! You deserve a good break. Take two or three days off. I bet it's been 5 
days since you admired the clear blue skies. When you've regained your 
energy, switch on the computer and show the world wide web what you're 
made of.
